As we embark on our first
anniversary, the Juan Tabo
Hills Neighborhood Associa-
tion has been very busy. Al-
though we have had some
undesirable things happen
including burglaries, a ‘Dog-
napping, problems in the ar-
royo. I think it’s fair to say
we have had many positive
changes as well. The Albu-
querque Police Department
has been very vigilant in ad-
dressing the issues of crime.
The developer has taken steps
to prevent unwanted vehicle
use in the arroyos, where
people were dumping trash,
etc. The city has addressed
the entrance point that al-
lowed people from dumping
on top of the north ridge and
the “Open Space” Depart-
ment has installed gates and
fencing along Juan Tabo.
Also the ‘Sacred Indian Bur-
ial ground’ up on Juan Tabo
is getting a beautification
‘facelift’. These are things
that the neighborhood Asso-
ciation has brought to light
and corrected, not the HOA.
Speaking of the HOA, and
due to many issues; Canyon
Gate Real Estate Services has
been given notice and is ter-
minated and a new grounds
maintenance company has
been hired as well.

As of October 1%, Hoamco

Inc. will be our new HOA
management company. Many
issues have been addressed
and the neighborhood Asso-
ciation is on top of them all.
You will be seeing improve-
ments soon.

Animals: Please take meas-
ures to protect you beloved
pets. Check your yards for
anything strange like food

items (bait), keep them in
shelters from the heat and
cold, and let us know of any
activities that just done seem
right. Tags on your pets col-
lar would be helpful along
with your phone number
when they get loose.
Association membership: as
you may know, membership
and annual dues are the
‘mother’s milk’ that make the
association’s engine run.
Right now our annual budget
is very small as we’ve been
fortunate enough to have
three mailings paid for so far
through donations. Next year

we would like to expand our
growth and services to in-
clude a neighborhood wide
picnic as well. So please be
generous as it is only $15.00
per year.

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Walking Trails Update

The walking trail that will run inside the open space that is parallel to L Street will be installed
once the mass grading and installation of Phase 3 is complete. At this time the developers of
Phase 3 have not solidified a start date for the work in Phase 3.

The walking trail in the open space along Gallant Fox and within Phase
3 (along Pocono) cannot be installed until the City of Albuquerque approves the plans for Phase
3. This may seem confusing, but since the City added a bike route as a requirement for Phase 3
approval, the walking trails and bike trail in these open space became part of the Phase 3 work
order. Once the City approves the plans for Phase 3 we will be better able to provide a timeline
for installation.

Form a Neighborhood Watch Program

The following steps show how to start a Neighborhood Watch in your neighborhood. For additional infor-
mation.

You or a neighbor decides to host an initial Neighborhood Watch meeting.

1. Whoever is going to host the meeting calls the APD Crime Prevention Office at 924-3600 to provide
their name, address and phone number. After making the call, the Crime Prevention Office will send a
"starter packet" that will include, among other items, a form to collect information from your neighbors.
2. The host or designee goes up and down the block contacting the neighbors and recording their name,
address and phone number on the form. (Note: At least 50% of the homes on the block must be represented
at the Neighborhood Watch meeting to qualify for sign placement.)

3. The host then sends the completed list back to the Crime Prevention Office in the self-addressed envelope provided in the
starter packet.

4. After the CP Office receives the list from the interested party, a Crime Prevention Specialist will contact the host to set up a
date and time for the Neighborhood Watch meeting.

5. The CP Specialist will then mail out invitations to each person whose name appears on the list. Fliers will also be sent to the
host to be given out to the neighbors as a "last minute" reminder.

6. At the meeting, the host provides chairs and simple refreshments.

7. The Crime Prevention Specialist will conduct the meeting and towards the end, facilitate the group's selection of a Block Cap-
tain who will function as the neighborhood leader and will serve as a contact person for the Albuquerque Police Department.

8. The Block Captain is responsible for contacting new neighbors and for providing updated information to the Crime Prevention
Office (Block Captain replacement, etc).

9. The block is now organized and may collectively purchase Neighborhoods Organized Against Crime (NOAC) Street Signs.
The signs may be ordered (by the Block Captain only) through the Crime Prevention Office. The Block Captain may also join the
Albuquerque Block Captains Association (ABCA). The block can also officially participate in the annual National Night Out cele-
bration held the first Tuesday of August each year.

Need Help From the City Call 311

The 311 service is a single telephone number for all non-emergency City of Albuquerque inquiries and services. For 24
hours a day, seven days a week, a person answers your 311 call to provide information or take your service request.

Examples of 311 Service

e (Call 311 for locations, hours, and offerings of City of Albuquerque services.

e (Call 311 for information about City-sponsored events.

Call 311 to report abandoned cars, potholes, graffiti, weeds, unsafe City drivers and more.
What to Expect from 311

e Personal service T People actually answer the phone.

Timely service T 80 percent of calls are answered within six rings.

e Accurate service T Call call takers have access to City information.

e Efficient service T 75 percent of all calls are handled without referral to another City office.
Cellular service providers may charge airtime fees.




Protect Your Pets!

Neighborhood Association will press charges to the full extent of the law.
