Burglary methods update:

 

Auto Burglary-

More than half of all incidents occurred in residential areas. The Most common items taken are electronics (GPS, cell phones, garage door opener, computers etc.) followed closely by purses and gym bags. In most cases the car window was broken to gain access to the vehicle. However in 14 (24%) cases there were no signs of forced entry due to people in residential areas leaving their car doors unlocked. In several of these cases nothing was taken indicating that auto burglars are casing residential neighborhoods looking for easy targets. 

 

Residential Burglary-

Side windows and back doors are the most common methods of entry but there was an increase in offenders entering through the front door. These incidents were more likely when the front door deadbolt had not been used. In several cases entry was made through garage doors that had not been closed or the offender had a garage door opener. In more than 20% of cases no signs of forced entry were found. This was especially true in beat 531, but in those cases the offender appeared to be a friend or family member. Guns, laptops, TV’s and other electronic equipment were most often taken.
